e How could democracy in the UK be enhanced?

The essay should be typed up and should demonstrate a wide range of reading
and research.

2. Produce a presentation summarising the current state of the Brexit
negotiations. Ensure you include information on the following:

e Definitions of a 'soft' and ‘hard'
Brexit.

e The Brexit policies of the
Conservatives, Labour, SNP and
Liberal Democrats.

e Divisions within each party over
their parties' Brexit policies

e Key defeats the government has suffered in the House of Commons and
the House of Lords
