As you know, the well-being of our students is at the heart of everything we do here at
Carshalton Boys Sports College. However, it's no secret that mental health challenges

are affecting young people across the country, and our school is not immune. This is a

complex issue with various contributing factors, including academic pressures, social
media, and the ongoing impact of the pandemic. We want to assure you that we are

committed to providing a safe and supportive environment where students feel
comfortable seeking help and navigating challenges.

We have several initiatives in place:

Dedicated Pastoral Care Team: Our trained staff are here to listen to students'
concerns and offer personalized support. They work closely with other professionals,
including counselors and family liaison officers, to ensure a holistic approach.

Mental Health Awareness Activities: We integrate mental health awareness
throughout the curriculum and school events. This includes workshops on resilience,
mindfulness, and coping mechanisms, empowering students to take charge of their
well-being.
