The students will now spend the summer writing up their
findings.

There was success in the Borough Cross Country this year for
the students of CBSC. The senior team finished second overall
out of ten schools with notable performances from Austin
Hudson finishing fifth and Daniel McGowan finishing eleventh
with both boys qualifying for the Surrey championships and
London Youth Games.There was also a strong showing from the

intermediate team who also finished second of ten schools.
Ethan Rushton finished an impressive second with his brother
Caleb close behind in fifth, and Alex Vento finishing twelfth out of
over one hundred runners.This saw all three boys qualify for the
Surrey Championships and London Youth Games.

Preston further cemented the victory by scoring twice the second half, helping to seal the emphatic 3-0 win and complete the
coveted league and cup double. This triumph is a testament to Carshalton Boys’ hard work, teamwork, and resilience throughout the
season.

In our first round be faced a very strong Kings team who went on to win the regional cup.The CBSC team did not let this affect
them however, and took this as motivation to go on and beat Harris Crystal Palace in the semi-finals and Hampton to secure the Plate
championships.Well done to all the boys involved in both rounds of the competition.
